If you have the impulse to send me a note or an e-mail 
or phone me after August 1, I have a suggestion as to 
what you might do instead: how about following up on 
your impulse by contacting someone in your life who 
would appreciate an unexpected, caring connection.

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Ahhh...Summer time, when the livin’ is easy….  
Well, it can be easy, but it’s also a time for fun and that takes 
some work. We know summer won’t last too long – so as long 
as it’s summer – let’s celebrate with food, music and friends!  
Call in the neighbors, fire up the grill, and when all your friends 
have had plenty to eat remember to leave a few scattered 
goodies for the critters. 
 
Of course, before inviting everyone in to your yard you’re 
going to have to clean it up a bit. You don’t want people 
pointing and snickering at your long grass growing over the 
garbage can or hear the sounds of disgust when they see all the 
bugs chomping on your plants. 
 
I’m sure you’ve already had the lawn mower out to show the 
grass just who’s in charge here, so that’s a start. Have you 
thought about getting out that old “reel” mower? It’s so simple 
– no engines or ignitions to keep in working order and no fuel 
mixture to store in the garage. Because they are not dependent 
on fuel, reel lawn mowers don’t produce any emissions (except 
for a little human sweat). I miss the sound of the old-time 
mowers. The roar of the new ones makes me run inside and 
cover my ears. 
 
You’re also going to have to do something about the bugs. The 
hardest part of pest control is separating the “Bad” critters from 
the “Good.”  I think we’d all put mosquitoes in the first              
category. But I’ll bet there are some people around who won’t 
even swat a mosquito. It all depends on your perspective. You 
can leave the ladybugs and ground beetles alone, they feed on 
the bad guys, aphids, chinch bugs and weevils. And lizards, 
birds and frogs will likely make a meal out of pesky caterpillars 
and grubs. 
 
You’ll want to do some research to find out how to make a 
good home for those flying, crawling and slithering critters who 
are welcome in your yard. (For more on this subject tune in 
next month.) Here are a couple of recipes to rid the garden of 
pests you know you could live without: 
· Mix three tablespoons of natural apple cider vinegar with 

one gallon of water.  Spray on plants during the cool part 
of the day. 

· Mix one tablespoon of baking soda, one drop of detergent, 
and one tablespoon of canola oil in one gallon of water; 
spray mixture on plants to treat fungus and mildew. 

· Another way is to just take a more hands-on approach:  
pick off and eliminate (squish) caterpillars, worms, and 
beetles.
