As this Interim Period at UUCA is beginning to wrap 
up, I think that it is a good time to take a look at how the 
six tasks of an Interim Period have been addressed here 
at UUCA.  I will lift up three of these tasks in this 
column and the other three in my column for the July 
Reporter. 

 
Claim and honor our past and heal our griefs and 
conflicts 

 

Although UUCA got off to a bit of a rocky start with its 
History Timeline project last year, the installation of 
the Sojourner Truth portrait and the great effort 
which Norma Rios expended in going through some 
19th century documents of this congregation which 
were rediscovered recently – and the wonderful 
Sunday service featuring these documents – more 
than made up for this. 

 

As anyone who has dealt with grief knows, doing so is 
not a linear process!  Still, for those folks who have 
been active at UUCA over the past 2 years, some 
grieving has been transformed into appreciation for 
the ministry which has occurred at UUCA and eager 
anticipation of the arrival of your new settled 
minister. 

 

UUCA leaders and the congregation as a whole coming 
to insist that right relationship be present in all 
interactions here has gone a long way toward 
addressing conflict at UUCA.

In addition to  the UUCA history work done during this 
Interim Period, I think the leaders and congregation 
have also worked at having a better understanding of

I have seen the Board also develop its structures and 
processes a great deal – and committees and other 
groups concerned with carrying out the work of the 
congregation have done so as well.

Imagine the exuberance when 60 third 
graders from Akron’s inner-city Glover School 
aboard horse drawn wagons rode through 
woods and fields at the Rolling Ridge Ranch! 
Set in Amish country near Millersburg, the 
ranch is home to 500 animals and birds from 
around the world.  Each child was given a 
plastic bucket with feed. At each stop of the 
wagon, animals would come running for a snack:  many deer, a 
water buffalo, a camel, a zebra; there were geese, emus and a 
raucous macaw. More excitement followed the ride when we 
entered the petting area with baby goats and then ducklings to 
hold and cuddle. Shy and curious looks were exchanged with the 
pupils of an Amish school who had walked to the ranch for their 
field trip.

“This was by far the best field trip 
I’ve ever been on!”  For the children, for whom field trips have 
become a rarity, their faces shared the truth of that statement.
